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Langdon Industries Ltd are a            
logistics service provider who         
specialise in controlled                         
temperature operations. Their 
Bridgwater depot is the                   
centrepiece for their                        
temperature controlled                  
distribution centres throughout 
the UK. The floor within one of 
the cold stores was in need of 
refurbishment to better support 
their operational requirements. 

Working alongside Caer Urfa,         
Consultancy and Project                 
Management, CG Flooring        

Systems Ltd were brought in to 
undertake the floor                         
refurbishment work. After a               
period of consultation, it was 
agreed that the work required to 
upgrade the floor would involve 
the removal of approximately 
15mm of damaged concrete 
from the surface of the existing 
floor slab. The floor was to then 
be mechanically cleaned prior to 
the application of, Cemart’s, 
Cemdek Industrial Floor Screed 
as the newly finished floor    
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 I t ’ s  a  D e a lI t ’ s  a  D e a l   
Concrete Grinding Ltd made an excellent start to 
2010 by constructing the floor for a warehouse          
extension project for Deal Distribution International 
FZE in Dubai, United Arab Emirates.  

The project was initially discussed back in January 
2009 when Deal Distribution International FZE asked 
FACE Middle East Fzc to design the floor in their      
proposed very narrow aisle (VNA) extension. At the 
time, Deal Distribution International FZE were        
operating a wide aisle facility but wanted to increase 
the size of their premises and include an 8 aisle VNA 
operation. 

With a racking top beam height of 11.7m, the floor 
flatness within the very narrow aisles was critical. 
Deal Distribution International FZE understood that 
poor floor flatness would mean slowing the VNA 
truck operations for safety reasons. The decision was

made early on that in 
order to satisfy the tight 
project schedules, the 
3600m2 floor would be 
constructed using a Laser 
Screed and then Laser 
Ground within the aisles 
where necessary. To    
construct the floor        
using traditional long 
strip method, where one 
aisle is cast per day, 
would have taken 11 
days. However, the Laser 
Screed method could 
knock 8 days off and complete the work in only 3 
days. 

Once the design was finalised, the Concrete Grinding 
team arrived on site early January 2010 and spent 3 
days preparing the sub-base within the entire            
warehouse floor area. Within this time, the concrete 
mix design was tested and MB Mix were chosen to 
supply the concrete for the project. Once the levelling 
and compacting operations were completed, the           
concrete was ordered and floor construction began. 
Over 3 consecutive days, 1200m2 of floor were          
constructed each day. The finished floor levels were 
carefully monitored throughout construction and each 
slab was surveyed the day after casting for           
immediate feedback. 

When the floor construction was completed, FACE 
Middle East surveyed the floor for compliance with

FACE carried out supervision work for a number of logistics companies in the Middle East.  

FACE have started surveying a new 55,742 m2 manufacturing facility in           
Belfast to FM1 specification. This is part of an ongoing project.  

They have also just completed surveying a 56,000 m2 DC for a major      
retail chain in Liverpool.  

FACE carried another bespoke level survey and consulting works on a floor 
slab at a large DC in Bristol.  

FACE carried out Slip Resistance Testing to various areas of a major leisure complex in England. This 
included the dive platforms, at 3 m and 5 m high.  

The FACE team started working for a Spanish flooring contractor which included supervisory work and 
testing on a large manufacturing facility in Madrid.  

They have been visiting a project to carry out QA work on the slab on behalf of a global retailer. The 
DC’s floor area is 1 million square feet (90,000 m2). This is the biggest facility in the UK at the              
moment.  

In addition, working for a flooring contractor at the same DC, the FACE team have also been surveying 
the floor slab to check for compliance with FM2 (Special) classification of The Concrete Society's           
Technical Report No 34 and Accelerated Abrasion Resistance Testing to check compliance with the           
relevant classification.  Face Consultants carrying out QA

surface. A window was identified in the clients’ operational programme and the instruction 
was received to commence the works. 

The racking system within the cold store consists of movable racking which runs on steel 
rails, fixed within the concrete floor and static racks along perimeter walls. Extreme care 
had to be taken around the steel rails within the floor to ensure they were not damaged or 
knocked out of alignment. Another challenge was to overcome the limited floor space 
available to work on, particularly within the mobile racking area. In order to maximise 
output of the scheduled works, the fixed racking and one section of the mobile racking 
were removed, before commencing with the floor works. This increased the size of the 
open area at any given time and ultimately helped in ensuring the floor works were             
completed in good time, with a minimum downtime to the clients’ operation as was            
practicable, being achieved.  

The temperature within the cold store had been increased to approximately 15 degrees                
centigrade and this allowed ideal environmental conditions for the application of the floor 
screed. However, it did make for some hot working conditions when all the preparation            
equipment was up and running. Once all pre-start requirements had been met the project 
got underway. The first stages involved isolating the steel rails and removing                      
approximately 200 bolts from within the floor. The damaged concrete was removed from 
the surface by the road planner, undertaking a number of controlled passes over each 
area of the floor. The newly exposed concrete was then mechanically cleaned by captive           
enclosed shot-blasting, before the industrial floor screed was applied at a nominal           
thickness of 15mm. 

This project was technically and physically demanding and the 1,088 m2 was completed within 8 days. The success of the                
installation is due in no small part to the appointment of a specialist industrial flooring contractor, whose knowledge and              
understanding of concrete industrial floors is invaluable. The Supervisors and Technicians demonstrated excellent teamwork,           
perseverance, commitment and pride to ensure the delivery of a quality installation for the client. Coupled with the strong and             
understanding relationship forged with the appointed consultant, enabled the project to be completed with a minimum of fuss.

It 
was found that the floor     
easily complied with the 
TR34. FM2 (Special)           
specification. This proved a 
good quantity of flatness and 
levelness were achieved.  

To test for compliance to the 
TR34. DM2 specification for VNA operation, the aisle centres were 
marked on the floor at either end of the 8 aisles and the FACE Digital 
Profileograph used to survey the floor within the wheel tracks of the 
VNA trucks. The exact amount of grinding needed to bring the floor in 
to compliance with the DM2 specification was then calculated and 
saved.  

The Concrete Grinding team demobilised and allowed the other            
contractors to work on the project. The lighting, air conditioning and 
finally the racking are currently under construction. Once these are 
completed, Concrete Grinding will return to site and grind the floor 
within the aisle using the survey data calculated.  

This project is very similar to those completed in Greece for IKEA and 
Violex. In this case the concrete Grinding team were the flooring             
contractors and provided the floor as one complete package solution to 
the client.
